Use phonics instruction to develop phonological awareness skills,
then fade visual component to further develop phonological
awareness skills
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Manage the environment
Fast, fun and frequent

Use a visual schedule
Tallor to individual interests

Create a personal book bin

Display personal words

1 or with classmate(s)
